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After 32 years of living on a rollercoaster ride of
emotional peaks and valleys, I came to my breaking
point - I had come to the end of my rope. After
counselling with my pastor’s wife one afternoon in
Sept. of 2020, she recommended I contact Ron
Kipps at Greater Hope.

I asked Glenn if he would be willing to meet with
Ron and commit to getting help and he agreed. At
our initial meeting I laid it all on the table, the fact
that I was emotionally drained, sick of the lies, the
deceptions, and the excuses for his behaviors. Ron
immediately began confronting the issues to bring
what was hidden into the light.

As Glenn began to open up, I could see him wanting
to get free, but not know how. When he began at-
tending the weekly sessions, I could see changes
happening. He was free to share his struggles with
men who were battling the same issues and that
relationships based on accountability were being
formed.

Over the next several months there were highs and
lows. There were times when I knew in my spirit
that he was struggling and yes, I did, on several oc-
casions find him engaging in porn. But Holy Spirit
would remind me in those low points, that we are
in a war for his freedom, and that if I persevered
that [ would see Glenn set free from this stronghold
of addiction.

Making this decision to stay committed required a
level of faith that only comes through supernatural
impartation. In and of myself, [ was sick of Glenn,
sick of my marriage, sick of disrespect, and sick of
the lies. But after several conversations with Ron, |
knew that Glenn’s healing would be a process
